INSTALLATION OF BATTERY

When the battery is partially discharged, the icon for low battery will appear on the lower part of the screen, Although the battery can
still be used, it should be changed as soon as possible, (Refer to Picture 6,13 When the charge in the battery is lower than the minimal
value, the "Lo" symbol will be displayed on the screen, the battery icon flashes and a “beep” is emitted (Refer to Picture 6.2). Until a

new batlery is inserted, the thermometer cannot be used.

CHANGING THE BATTERY

To take out the old battery open the battery cover (Refer to Picture 6.3.)

Put in a new CR2032 lithium battery with negative (-) terminal downward into the battery seat,

(Refer to the Picture 6.4)

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CHANGING THE MEASUREMENTS BETWEEN °C AND °F

The infrared thermometer can display temperature measurements on either the *C or °F scale. To change the measurement scale
between °C and °F, press and hold the power and scan button for 5 seconds. The display will alternately flash °C or °F, Select the
appropriate scale by pressing the power & scan button again, Wait for 3 seconds and the thermometer will automatically enter the

measurement mode.
